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one are flowering plants, two are club-mosses, and seven are ferns. The extreme poverty
of the flora is probably due to local causes rather than isolation, for the physical conditions

are generally unfavourable to vegetation, as is exemplified in Heard Island, especially,
where the species are individually poor in numbers.
