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This very, ordinary-looking grass has given us great trouble, and may after all turn
out to be some common species, though we have failed to match it. In many respects it
is like Agrostis vulgaris, and still more in aspect like Agrostis canina; but the total
absence of an awn on the flowering glume removes all doubt as to its not being the latter,
and we cannot think it is a variety or state of the former.
