The genus Membranipora, even as here restricted, includes so many species that it
becomes advisable to subdivide it into sections. I am acquainted, either actually or by
published descriptions, with between thirty and forty living species, to which no doubt

copious additions remain to be made. I have thought it would be convenient, therefore,
to arrange them in two sections with nearly equal numbers in each, and distinguished
respectively by the artificial character of having or not having marginal spines.
