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genus Dexarnine, may well also be an Acantlionotus, but that further information is needed
about it.

After describing the genus Istea with its type species, Isa montagui, Mime-Edwards, which is
figured pl. 29, fig. 11, he passes to Anisopus, with its single species dubius, Templeton,
for which see Note on Templeton, 1836.

Accepting the distinction of Amphitoë from (3amnzarus as convenient and in general use, though
depending only on the absence of the accessory flagellum from the upper antennae of the
former, Mime-Edwards unites under this name the "Ampitoe," Pherusa and Dexamine of
Leach. On the other hand he divides and subdivides his own Amphitoe as follows:-
