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lamdlle membraiiense somblable a cello fixe prs de la base des pates prcdentes. Portion
postérieure do l'abdomen très-étroito; le sixime segment, cylindrique, et terminé par un

stylet impair aussi long quo le corps. Les fausses pates des trois dernires paires très-grles,
trs-1ongues, et terminées chacune par deux stylets. Longuour, environ 1 pouce." This
under the name R1ab(1ooma anna/urn became the type of the new genus Rhabdosoma,
Adams and White, 1848.

The Ordre des Lccmodipodes or Lcemipodes is still described as being without mandibular paip.
It is divided as usual into two families. The Famile des Caprelliens, on Lcemodipodes
filiformos, contains the following genera and species:- Capreila, Lamarck, with the species,
1. linearis, answering to " Cancer ltnearts? Lin. Syst. nat.," etc. ; 2. acuminijfera, Leach,

p1. 33, fig. 1, including Puce de mar aipentcuse, Queronic; 3. scaura, Templeton; 4. nodosa,

Templeton; 5. acu/#frons, for which inaccurately Desmarest is given as the authority, and

aprclla atoinos, Leach, as a synonym; 6. pha.sina, Montagu; the description of which is
followed by the remarks that Gapreila tubc-rculala, Guörin, Iconogr. Crust. P1. 28. fig. 1,
resembles the preceding species by the existence of a cephalic horn, but is distinguished by
having a great number of blunt tubercles all along the back, and by the form of the legs of
the three last pairs, of which the penultimate joint is widened and armed with a large
tooth on its inner edge*; "Caprella mantis, Latrdile, Nouv. Diet. d'Hist. nat.," he says, is
very imperfectly known; Cancer "fihi7orniis, Linu., Animn. Acad. t. 6, p. 415, et syst. nat.
t. 1, pars 5, p, 2993, probably, he thinks, belongs to this genus.

"A%aupri'lu, Latreile, with no described species.
Leploinera, Latreille, with the species, 1. peclala, Muller, and 2. veniricosa, Muller, which are,

as Mime-Edwards suspected, the male and female of the same species properly called
Proto ventricosa. That Proto, Leach, is the same as Leptomera is recognised by Milne
Edwards, though he does not give Proto its rightful precedence.

In the Famiilc des Lcumodipodcs ovalaires ou Cyamiens he places the single genus Cyarnus,
giving Lamarck, instead of Latrdille, as the earliest authority for the name. The species he

recognises are, 1. erratic-us, Roussel do Vauzmo, in the synonymy of which he erroneously
groups together the various names applied to species of Cyarnus in writings earlier than
R. de Vauzème's treatise; 2. oval2, R. do V.; 3. gracilis, R. do V., with the concluding
observation that "le CyarnuB Deiphini do M. Gu6rin (Iconographio, Crust. PL 28, fig. 5)
paralt différer des espces prtcédentes par la brièveté des appendices branchiaux, et par la
manière dont leo divers anneaux du thorax so touchent latéraloment."
