The only Amphipod described in this work is Orekestia ina'quali., which is said to be strikingly
distinguished from all other known species by the unequal development of the gnathopocls
of the second pair. The expression may be intended to refer only to other species of
OrclEes/ia, otherwise the Melt/a palma/a which Spence Bate at one time established as a
distinct species under the name Cam marus ina'qufmanw, and ilIeli/a (Cam marzzs) "fresnelii of
Savigny's Egypt would constitute other well-known species exhibiting the same unequal
development. The fact that in ileller's specimen not only was the right gnathopod much
larger than the left, but all the five per.opods on the right side showed a somewhat stronger
development than those on the left, makes it highly probable that he had before him a
monstrosity rather than a true species. Grube's De.ramine anisnpus seems to be a parallel
case.
